OFFENSE - The Paladins returned 5 off starters LY and 
saw their overall numbers fall but they remained #6 in 
scoring and moved up from #6 to #4 in ttl off. They return 
7 starters and all their top off leaders. Furman had to 
replace a 21 gm starting QB LY but returned backup QB 
Jordan Sorrells, who threw for 553 (67.1%) with a 2-5 
ratio in ‘07. Sorrells started all 12 LY throwing for 2,537 
(60.9%) with a 16-10 ratio and returns. They also add 
UCLA transfer QB Chris Forcier (PS#14) who played 
in 7 gm with the Bruins LY but left after moving to WR 
in the spring. Furman had to replace 3 of their top 4 
rushers LY incl an AA FB Jerome Felton (#5 DC)). They 
return 6 of their top 8 rushers led by 2nd tm SoCon RB 
Mike Brown (823, 5.1) who was also the #3 rec (343, 
9.8) and FB Tersoo Uhaa (420, 4.2, 8 td). They do lose 
FB Breantley Kendall (9 st, 123, 3.5). Furman had to 
replace 2 starting WR’s LY incl their top rec (883, 15.0). 
They returned 1st tm SoCon TE Larry Hedden (#2 rec, 
421, 11.7) and #3 rec WR RJ Webb (317,13.8). Webb 
was lost for the yr in the opener while Hedden suffered a 
career ending inj vs Georgia Southern. Furman still put 
up similar numbers to ‘07. They return Webb and their 
top 5 rec incl two 2nd tm SoCon players in TE Chris 
Truss (297, 19.8) and their top rec, WR Adam Mims 
(711, 12.3). The OL returned 4 starters LY led by 1st tm 
SoCon LT Joel Bell. Their rushed for almost 50 ypg less 
as the ypc fell from 4.5 to 4.2 and their sacks allowed 
rose from 11 to 15.
