Bonus: UF is 29-1 in L/30 openers. UF has won 28 str home openers, last loss came in 1989 vs Ole Miss.

1st visit s/’07 when UF was a big road fav (-23) and posted 507 yds, but narrowly escaped 30-24. 1st time 
HC Mullen will face former rival as HC at FL. At Miss St from ‘09-’17 Mullen was 5-4 against Ole Miss.
Home team is 10-6 L/16 & won last 3 of 4. Florida is 12-2 SU L/14 vs SC at home in SEC mtgs. Gators 
had 528-386 yd edge and 33-18 FD edge LTH (‘18) but only won 35-31 and failed to cover (-6’).
LTH in ‘12 was Gators first trip to College Station, it was Johnny Manziel’s first career start. Aggies led 
17-10 at half. Gators posted shutout in 2H & won 20-17. UF 7-1 SU/6-2 ATS on road under Mullen.  
Florida is just 4-5 when hosting LSU since 2002. The Gators are 6-10 vs SEC West Foes since 
2013. LTH (‘18) Florida was a home underdog (+2’) and got 27-19 upset win behind 215 rush yds.
Florida has lost 4 of last 7 in the series and 2 of 3 at home in SEC play. The avg MOV in 
this series is 20.8 ppg in 8 mtgs. ‘18 Florida was outgained 471-323 yds in the 38-17 loss.
Bonus: Florida is 7-1 SU on the road since HC Mullen took over in ‘18 and an impressive 5-1 as away fav.
Georgia: Florida has been at least a 6.5 pt ‘dog in the last 3 yrs against the ‘Dawgs, going 0-3 ATS.
Gators are 14-8 vs UGA s/’98, but have lost 6 of L/9 and 3 straight. Before last year’s 24-17 
loss, the previous 5 had all been decided by double digits with an avg MOV of 22 ppg.
Gators are 9-2 all-time vs Hogs but did lose last meeting in ‘16 31-10. Florida is 4-0 all-time when 
hosting Arkansas, avg MOV 21.8. Gators have only covered 5 of their last 15 the week following Georgia.
LTH (‘18) Gators were down 21-3 2Q, scored 24 unanswered and won 37-27. UF finished with a 576-
336 yard edge. S/’89 UF is 22-1 SU against VU but only 12-11 ATS. Vandy 2 FG’s, 0 td’s L/6Q vs UF.
Florida has won 32 of last 33 meetings. In ‘18 the Gators had a 24-20 FD edge, but were 
outgained 454-360 in 27-16 loss that snapped a 19 game home win streak.
Gators have won 14 of last 15 meetings vs Tenn incl LTH, 47-21 when the Vols turned the ball 
over 6 times. Each team had 204 yards at the half, yet the Gators led 26-3 w/17 pts off TO’s.
